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FOREWORD

One of the principal objectives of the Center for UFO Studies
is to make available to the scientific world and the seriously interested
public, compilations of specialized data on the UFO phenomenon. The
present catalog of Physical Traces Associated with UFO Sightings is a

contribution to this objective.

Physical trace cases can be defined as those UFO cases in which
definite physical changes in the immediate vicinity of a UFO sighting
have been recorded: marks and surface changes on the ground, damage to
vegetation, residues and/or artifacts found, and surface effects of some
duration on buildings and vehicles. These are all included in the
broader term "Close Encounters of the Second Kind," in which a reported
UFO has interacted with the immediate environment - animate or inanimate

matter.

This catalog is pioneering work of Ted Phillips, who has for many
years specialized in the collection of physical trace cases. It has been
extended by contributions of several workers whose industry is hereby
gratefully acknowledged. Accessibility to Dr. David Saunders' UFOCAT has
been of especial assistance. It has been most ably edited and made ready

for press by Mimi Hynek.

A catalog is at best an aid to further research and this one
should especially serve to this end. Likewise, no catalog is ever complete,
and certainly not in this field, where the very reporting of a UFO requires
a measure of courage. Many such events have undoubtedly never been reported,
and not all those that have been reported have come to our attention. The
readers of this catalog are therefore sincerely urged to bring to our
attention cases that have not been included, as well as corrections,
additions and expansions of cases which are listed. Only thereby can

future editions of this catalog be of ever increasing service.

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puring the past five and a half years I have conducted specialized
research into physical traces found following a UFO event. In this re-
search I have worked closely with a large number of people. Many of those
who have provided trace case are independent investigators in the United
States and several foreign countries. Over the years Dr. J. Allen Hynek
has provided a great mass of material as well as encouragement to continue
the work. Without Dr. David Saunders and his UFOCAT, which made it feasible
to check all sighting reports against others of the same date, this report
would not have been possible. My thanks also to the Mutual UFO Network
for providing many cases and for having an "open" file. My debt to Dr.
Jacques Vallee is obvious to anyone who sees the many cases attributable
to him.

In this catalog, 561 reports are of incidents where one or more wit-
nesses saw a UFO - an object or a light- and later discovered physical
traces at or near that location. 154 cases are reported of similar traces
that have been found although no UFO was seen, and finally, 116 occasions
are listed for which no details have been available, making a total of 831
reports in the catalog.

The traces are quite varied yet remarkably consistent in size and
shape, and may be divided into the following groups:

1. CIRCULAR SITES....circular traces with damage over the entire area;
burned, depressed or dehydrated.

2. RINGS....circular traces, burned depressed or dehydrated; the outer perimeter
shows damage while the central area is unchanged.

3. "NESTS"....oval traces generally, with a depressed, swirling effect seen.

Incidents in which physical traces were found after a UFO (unidentified
flying object) was sighted are listed in bold type by date, place and time of
sighting of the UFO. Discovery of traces frequently came hours, days or weeks
later, but most often the next day.

U.S., Darrington, WA. UFO landed, bark on tree trunks
damaged, trees spread outward. No other details. (UFO-INFO)

ENGLAND, Banbury. At King's Sutton an object resembling a
haystack flew on an irregular course. Sometimes high, some-
times low, it was accompanied by fire and dense smoke, and
produced the same effect as a tornado, felling trees and
walls. It vanished suddenly. (Vallee III)

David Muckle and W.R. McKay heard
They turned to see a cloud of stones
Flying wpward from a spot in a field. They examined the
spot, which was circular and about 16 ft. across. There
wae no sign of an eruption nor anything to indicate the fall
of a heavy body there. The ground was simply swept clean.

1880s U.S., Oskaloosa, IA. A small girl and her family, named

009 Kading, saw a large lighted object fly over the house and
behind a nearby hill. The family retreated to a cyclone
cellar, but presently the father, followed by the girl, went
to investigate, and saw a glow coming from the other side of
the hill. They saw a large (40-60 ft. diam.) machine which
was "1lit up like a birthday cake." The family retreated to
the cyclone cellar for the night. When they went to the
field the next day, they saw several burned places in the
grass in a huge circle. Neighbors also had seen a large
object in the air. (Center for UFO Studies, from John
Johnston, grandson of witness)

Oct 24, 1886 VENEZUELA, Maracaibo. A family of nine people were awakened

016 night on a rainy, stormy night by a loud humming noise and a
dazzling light which illuminated the interior of their house,
accompanied by a smoky appearance and a peculiar smell. The
people of the house, believing the end of the world had come,
began to pray but were interrupted by violent nausea,
followed by extensive swellings in the upper part of their
bodies. The next morning the swellings had subsided, leav-
ing large black blotches in their places. The hair of the
heads fell off on the side which was underneath when the
people were sleeping. The swellings were on that side as well.

On the ninth day after, trees around the house suddenly

withered and the black blotches on the bodies of the people

Apr 12, 1897 U.3., Girard, IL. A large crowd of miners saw an object,
018 1800 elongated like a ship, with a roof and double canopy, land

4 km south of Girard. The night operator of the Chicago

and Alton Railroad, Paul McCramer, said that he was close
enough to see a man emerge to repair the machinery. It left
toward the north. Traces were found over a large area.
(Vallee ITIT)

Apr 19, 1897 U.S., Leroy, KS. Three witnesses observed a cigar-shaped

019 2230 object over a cow lot. One cow was carried away; the
remains were found in a field at some distance. © occupants
were seen. {Vallee III)

Jun 30, 1908 U.S.S.R., Vanavara. Over 100 witnesses saw a cylinder-shaped
021p 0717 object on a northward course. It was described as a body
shining very brightly with a bluish-white light; the body
was in the shape of a pipe. It exploded with terrific
force. Trees were burned and knocked to the ground over an
area of 1200 sq. mi. (Felix Zigel, guoted in The National
Enquirer, 6-2-68)

May 18, 1909 WALES, Caerphilly Mtn. Witness was walking along a road

022 2300 near the mountains when he saw on the grass a large tube-like
object. He saw 2 men wearing fur coats and talking in a
language he could not understand. The grass was found
depressed after the object had flown away. (Vallee IIT)
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U.S5.S.R., Rachin. Several bright cigar-shaped objects flew
from N to S over the village. After the passage, a jelly-
like material fell near a house. It dissolved after several

hours. (Published in Znannya ta Pratza, No. 1 of 1967 and
FSR, 3-73)
U.S., NC. "Mr. Franklin told a most interesting story. One

of his sons ran into the house and said, ‘'Papa, the sun has
fallen into our wheat field and exploded.' Mr. Franklin ran
out and saw a light so vivid that he had to shield his eyes
with his hands. 1In a few seconds it was gone, and when he
went out to the spot he found the oats had been lightly
scorched." (Lenoir New Topic, 11-27-19)

U.S., Mt. Pleasant, IA. Clarck Liveh was sitting on the bank
of a pond fishing when he saw a metallic blue object the size
of a 5 gal. cream can land 15 ft. away. On the ground 15
minutes, grass depressed. (MUFON)

U.S., Hubbell, NB. William C. Lamb was following strange
rracks when he heard a high pitched sound and saw a circular

object. It became very bright and landed in a hollow. A
creature 2.4 m tall was seen. It left tracks in the snow.
(Vallee II)

PHILIPPINES, Palowan, Cuyoc Islands. Two fishermen observed
a large fire over a nearby island two miles away. Three
fires were seen. A fiery object was seen that moved to yet
another island setting a fire there. The object moved
closer to the witnesses and as they turned a flashlight on
it, it stopped. It was dull orange in color; inside the
outer orange layer was a greenish light and inside this, an
object with many holes. It was within 70 ft. of the wit-
nesses. After it left, green leaves were found dried up and
burned. (Manila Daily Report, 11-1-67)

U.S., Bakersfield, CA. While driving, Richard Sweed saw a
metallic blue-gray object, 65 ft. in diameter, taking off
from the ground. Object had openings which had protruding
metallic objects over them, resembling lenses. High pitched
hum. Sand where object had stood was fused. (APRO)

People on both sides of Fager mountain saw
an aerial object crash land on the mountain. The next day,

a kind of machine was seen on the mountain. Rescuers found

no machine, but traces and footprints. (PSR, 17-4)

NORWAY, Malselv.

U.S., Middletown, OH. John Bradshaw, then age 11, was doing
some chores early one morning when he saw an object 40 ft.
away. It had an orange-red glow underneath, no sound. It
resembled a bell, with a black top. It headed toward the
woods where he heard a crashing noise. A flattened area

was found. (Ohio UFO Reporter)
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ARGENTINA, Oncativo. Navarro Ccampo, driving between Rosario
and Cordoba, saw a large, saucer-shaped object on the ground
500 m to the left of the road. It had a blue-green glow and
made a whistling sound as it rose about 100m, then left at
fantastic speed. A strange metal block is said to have been
found at the spot. (Vallee III)

NORWAY, Oslo Fjord. A lady and three others saw a hazy,
orange object, shaped like a bell, emitting a hissing sound.
It ascended, hovered over water, moved off, turning a deep
blue at high speed. A circular depression, 1.5m diameter,
1lm deep, was found, surrounded by melted snow. {(Merseyside
UFO Bulletin, Vol. 6: No. 1)

U.S., Belfast, ME. George P. Miller was hunting when he saw
an elongated object. It crashed into trees, rested briefly
on the ground and lifted with a humming sound, started to
spin, released a shower of fine silvery threads. {Merseyside
UFO Bulletin, Vol. 6: No. 1)

SWEDEN, Angelholm. Gosta Carlsson had been looking for pellen
for his bees when he saw a light in an open space in the
forest nearby. When he reached the spot he saw a disc with

a dome. The dome had oval windows, above it there was a mast
like a periscope. Beneath the disc there was a large oblong
fin which stretched from the center to the edge. There were
two metal landing legs, a small ladder reached to the ground
from a door beside the fin. The object was 56 ft. in diameter
and 15 ft. thick. There were holes around the edge. Light
beams extended from these and burned the grass as the object
ascended. Three antennae were seen near the mast which was

18 ft. long. Where the light hit the ground he could see a
sparkling effect. A man in white close-fitting coveralls was
seen, who raised his hand and the witness stopped, less than
35 ft. away. The man was normal in size. The witness saw a
number of other people who appeared to be repairing a window.
The object ascended with a whining sound. A circular area

40 ft. in diameter was found. (FSR, 18:2)

SWEDEN, Njurunda. A pillot, Mr. Linden, and his family saw a
sphere over tree tops. A crater was found, 2m diameter, with
a dark porous substance which irritated the fingers.

(FSR, 15:2)

SWEDEN, Norbotten. Large object seen descending into a lake.
Lerge hole found in the mud at the bottom. (FSR, 15:2}

CANADA, Weyburn, Sask. Mrs. T.C. Orsted saw, out of the west
window of her farm house, a glowing orange object shaped like

two saucers edge-to-edge (higher on top). It was no higher
than the height of two tall trees, a bit smaller than a small
airplane. In 1974, she revisited that farm and was taken to

the same west area to see an oval ring of thick, dark-green
grass growing in the stubble, 25 ft. long and 15 ft. across.
The ring itself was 3 ft. thick. At intervals in the oval
grass ring were indentations as big as a plate where nothing
grew. (CUFOS, from Mrs. Orsted)

Jun 16, 1948 U.S.5.R., Baskunchak area. A.I. Apraksin, a Soviet test pilot

478 at Kapustin Yar, while flying above the clouds saw an object
in the shape of a cucumber on a cross course and descending.
"Cones of beams emerged from it in a direction the reverse of
the direction of flight." BAs he approached it as ordered by
his base, which reported it had been picked up on radar, at a
distance of about 10 km the beams from the apparatus "opened
up in a fan" and burned through his machine, blinding him for
an instant and putting out of operation the electrical contrals
of the plane and engine. The apparatus jerked upward and
buried itself in the cloud layer. The pilot managed to glide
to a landing unhurt. On

May 6, 1949, from the same airfield "Apraksin took off in a new airplane

for a flight test. He flew at maximum altitude. The cloud
cover in the take-off area was light but when he found him-
self at Moscow latitude clouds covered the ground. Ee
established communications with Vol'sk and maintained communi-
cation with the base all the time.

"Suddenly an incomprehensible aircraft similar to the
previous one appeared. It flew considerably lower. Later it
began to descend. Then Apraksin directed his aircraft toward
the 'flying cucumber'. The speeds of both machines were very
great and a collision appeared inevitable. At a distance of
about 10-12 kilometers, a cone of beams was again directed at
Apraksin. Blindness set in. It turned out that the entire
electrical portion of the controls was destroyed and, further-
more, the front plastic observation window was damaged. The
air-tightness of the cockpit was destroyed and although
Apraksin was in a special suit and protective helmet, he
experienced a drop in external pressure. He was in difficulty
but nevertheless he flew the aircraft, gliding to the ground.
Radio communication with the base ceased. Apraksin landed
the aircraft on the right bank of the Velga, 40 kilometers
north of Saratov, with great difficulty and lost consciousness.
When he came to, he was in a hospital at the base.” (Zigel,

Aug 11, 1948 U.S., Hamel, MN. Two boys saw a round, dull gray object,

34 1200 28 in. in diameter and 12 in. thick which landed near them
with a metaliic noise. It spun, went up, hovered, avoided
telephone lines and trees and flew away to the NE. An FBI
agent found an area 28 in. in diameter where the ground showed
signs of extreme pressure. (Vallee III)

ARGENTINA, Bahia Blanca. An engineer was driving when he saw
a metallic disc on the ground. He claimed to have looked
inside to see three small beings dead. They wore brown
coveralls and were in seats. He returned to his hotel and
told friends, who drove to the spot and found a heap of ashes
and saw a cigar-shaped object overhead. They also saw two
discs which were 30 ft. in diameter. (FSR)

ARGENTINZ, Lago. Wilfredo Arvalo saw a disc land while another
hovered above it. Through the transparent dome he saw four
tall men, dressed in cellophane-like suits. He reached a

point 500 ft. from the object. He returned the next day with
fellow workers and found burned grass. A similar object was
seen in the area by other witnesses. (APRO)

U.S., Amarillo, TX. David Lightfoot and his cousin Charles
were fishing when they saw a disc land. It was small with a
rounded top. The object released a gas Or spray which caused
the boy's faces and arms to redden. It ascended at high speed.
(Amarillo Sunday News Globe, 4-9-50)

U.S., Lufkin, TX. Jack Robinson was driving when he saw a
disc 10 ft. in diameter hovering above him with a dull red
glow. It took off with a roar as sparks flew from a slot
under it. Witness burned. (FSR 7-59)

ITALY, Varese. Bruno Facchini saw a dark mass hovering 200 yds.
from his home. A man dressed in tight-fitting clothes and
wearing a helmet appeared to be making repailrs. There were
three other figures working around the object. A trap through
which light had been shining was closed and the object took
off. The occupants were of normal size, they made sounds,
pointed a camera-like device at the witness, a beam of light
was projected towards him and he was knocked away. At the
site, metal fragments were found, also four circular imprints
and patches of scorched grass. The incident had other
witnesses. (Vallee III)

CANARA, Steep Rock Lake, Ont. Two witnesses saw a double
saucer with portholes and a rotating antenna on the surface
of the lake. Ten figures, four ft. tall, in shiny clothing
walked on the deck like robots. They immersed a hose in the
lake then took off. Fishermen later reported a green moss On
the lake. (Vailee IIT)
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U.S., Philadelphia, PA. Police officers John Collins and
Joseph Kennan saw an object 6 ft. in diameter float to earth
in an open field. They approached the object with flashlights.
Collins tried to pick the object up, the part touched by his
hand dissolved leaving a sticky, odorless residue. Within a
half hour the entire object had evaporated. A spot remained
at the site. (News clips)

U.S., Lamonte, MO. Former director of the Sedalia ASCS office
was contacted by Joe Thompson and asked to look at an unusual
area on his farm which had appeared overnight. He found a
perfect circle 16 ft. in diameter with the plants wilted and
dead. The sotil was examined and no cause could be found.
(Personal files)

U.S., Little Spring Creek, TN. Marks of legs and center spike
in chirt (sic), along with small heelless footprints. Around
il p.m. man hears strange sounds and weird music, sees a shiny
thing on the ground, with bright light coming through an open
door. 4 or 5 men, 4% to 5 ft. tall dancing and singing in
high-pitched voices. Object aluminum colored, glowing orange
and blue in spots, some of which were too bright to look at
directly. Rotating lights on translucent ball at top. Object
on 4 legs, each with a ball at the end, and a center spike.
Stood 3-4 ft. off the ground, 7-8 ft. thick at center, like

2 saucers stuck together. Men reloaded object, advanced
toward witness with things in their hands that looked like
guns, but stopped, apparently unwilling to cross a creek. Men
walked up ramp or steps into object, which rose vertically in
a twisting, cork-screw motion, glowing brighter as it rose.

GERMANY, Gleimershausen. Former Mayor Oskar Linke and his
12-year-old stepdaughter saw a landed circular object and
occupants. Witnesses moved to within 30 ft. Object was

50 ft. across with two rows of holes along the side, each
about 1 ft. in diameter. A black cylindrical tower was seen
at the top center; it was about 10 ft. high, went through the
disc and the object was resting on it. Object slowly ascended,
whistling sound was heard. Several people in a nearby village
saw it flying overhead. A circular depression where the tower
had rested was found. (The New York Enguirer. 07-21-52)

U.S., lumberton, NC. James J. Allen, 51, saw a round object
B, Tong, 6 L. high tand within 10 ft. of him. Small
occupant sceen.  Pootprints found. ('"he Robesonian, Lumberton,
08-07-52)
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U.S., West Palm Beach, FL. A witness saw a round dark object
above him in a clearing. It had a turret on top. Red balls
of light were emitted and he was burned. He saw a creature on
the object. Grass roots were scorched. (Ruppelt)

U.S., Pittsburg, KS. Bill Squire, of radio station KOAM saw
a disc-shaped object in a field and saw four persons in it.
A bluish light filled the interior. It was 75 ft. long and
10 ft. thick. He was less than 100 ft. away as it ascended
vertically. Sound was heard "like a covey of quail.” Weeds
and grass were crushed and blown over a wide area. (Kansas
Newsletter)

U.S., Lumberton, NC. Gabriel Durocher and 4 other people
independently reported sceing an unusual object. Durocher was
walking home when he saw the object in a field. The object
was glowing blue-white and 30 ft. away. Blue, yellow and red
sparks were seen as the object started to spin and ascend. It
ascended vertically. It was about 30 ft. in diameter and

10 ft. thick. A depressed area was found at the site. (The
Robesonian, Lumberton, NC.)

U.S., Flatwoods, WV. A group of children saw a disc land on

a nearby hill. Group of young people and one adult went to
the area. They saw a large sphere and a large creature. Some
of the people became quite ill, two parallel skid marks and a
large circular area of flattened grass were found at the site.
(APRO)

FRANCE, Oloron. Yves Prigent, a teacher at Oloron College and
others observed about 30 yellow discs with red domes (seen
through binoculars) traveling SW across the sky, followed by a
long, thin, white cylindrical object, tilted at a 45 angle.

When two of the discs approached each other, a whitish trail
would appear between them. White smoke was reported coming

out of the top cylinder, and large amounts of white filaments
fell to the ground, on trees, telephone lines and roofs of
houses. The substance remained for several hours. (Vallee I &II)

FRANCE, Geronce. White filaments seen coming to ground at
time of UFO sighting. (Stringfield)

FRANCE, Gaillac. Sighting similar to that at Oloron, Oct 17.
(Vallee IT)

IRELAND, Dublin. A child was burned when a strange disc,
25 cm. in diameter, landed near there. (Vallee III)

NEW ZEALAND, Gisborn. White filaments seen coming to ground
at time of UFO sighting. (Stringfield)
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U.S., Brush Creek, CA. A miner. John Q. Black, saw a silvery
disc, 7 ft. in diameter and 6 ft. thick land on a sandbar
within 50 ft. of the witness. He saw a creature about the
size of a midget get out of the craft, scoop up water in a
shiny pail and hand it inside. The witness and his partner

Woman saw a round object 100 ft. in
diameter. Lighted red band around the middle, oscillating
motion. Noise similar to swarm of bees. Four portholes seen
in top section along with red lights. Seen for 3 minutes.
Two days later a yellowish moss was observed at the site.
Object hovered over water. (Vallee III)

SPAIN, Villares des Saz. Maximo Munes Olivares, 14, saw a
"big balloon" on the ground when a faint whistling sound
attracted his attention. It was metallic. Three dwarfs
emerged, they were dressed in blue. They re-entered the object,
which glowed very brightly, made a soft whistling sound and
went off "like a rocket." Footprints and four holes 2 in.

deep forming a perfect square of 14 in. were found by police.

It took a vertical position
resting on a tripod and took off with a spherical object into
which the other two creatures had gone. Traces were found.
(Vallee III)
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NORWAY, Gjersjoen Bridge. Mr. Trygve, Mrs. Buflot and a
neighbor saw an object rise from behind a hill and follow their
car, stopping ahead of them just above the ground. They
stopped, and felt "pricklings" until the craft took off verti-
cally. A watch stopped working, and numerous peoprle vouch for
the fact that the paint on the car changed from beige to dark
green. (Vallee III)

CANADA, sherbrook, NS. Witness saw two "indescribable" shadows,
a while later a large round object took off some 350 ft. away
with a blue-green light.

10m from it. The object was a disc on which a hatch was seen.
Object ascended disturbing gravel below. Object disappeared

in 30 seconds. (MUFOB)

U.S., Puente, San Fernando Valley, CA. White filaments seen
coming to ground at time of UFO sighting. (Stringfield)

ENGLAND, Bruton, Somerset. Nigel Frapple, cycling home from a
dance, saw first a terrific light in a field and then a huge
circular metallic object, 50 ft. across, with a brilliant
flame-colored light coming from a central cockpit, hovering

20 ft. above the ground about 80-100 ft. away. After a minute
it moved off towards the northwest, climbing and increasing
speed. There was a slight swishing sound heard. The same
sort of object was seen near Ringwood in Hampshire the same
night.

BRAZIL, Campinas. A lady observed three UFOs, dull gray,
emitting a strong light as they dived low over her house. A
liguid substance dropped from one, like a silver rain. She
ran to the spot where it had fallen and found a brilliant
glowing stain, spread over the cement near the washing tank.
The stain was quite hot. The material was analysed by Chief
Chemist, Dr. Visvaldo Maffei, Young Laboratories, 584 Francisco
Dendoro Street, Campinas. "The sample analysed is a combi-
nation of chemically pure tin-88.91% and oxygen-11.09%." (FSR)

VENEZUELA, Valencia. Jose Parra, an lB8-year-old Jjockey was
training when he saw six small men loading rocks into a disc
hovering near the ground. He tried to run but a violet-colored
beam from a device held by one of the men stopped him. Foot-
prints were found. (FSR)

FRANCE, Bru. A Mr. Gamba saw an oval red cbject 175 ft. away.
When he tried to approach it, he found he was unable to move.
As soon as this "paralysis" subsided, he ran to get his
brothers and came back to the object, which turned white, then
red. It rose and flew away toward the east. It had been on
the ground at least 15 minutes. Traces were found, as if the
ground had been dug up. Small trees near the river were found
damaged, as if they had been cut with a knife. (Vallee III)

U.S., Elking, AK. Frank Huson rcported the following incident
which took place on his farm. After a heavy rain, "I walked
up to an almost perfect circle, which was formed by the
peculiar disposition of the dead weeds that had been uprooted.
Inside this circle, no weeds stood at all. The uprooted weeds,
where they were thick, were lying along the outer rim of the
circle, against the weeds that were still standing, as if they
had been pulled up, and moved by some force. The ground was
soft, and there were no marks showing that anything had sat
down there. This circle was about 25 ft. across.” (Luctius
Farish)

U.S., near Tucson, BAZ. Andy Florio, a musician, was driving
from Tucson to El Paso on Highway 80 when he saw a "disc-
machine™ . . . at least 100 ft. in diameter, 25 ft. thick,
dirty gold or bronze with circular openings around its rim
from which amber-colored lights protruded. Bluish-green
lights were “"shining and flickering upward" from its roof.
"I+ made the sound of electrical humming with stronger and
softer volume. It yawed, swayed back and forth and turned
over on ils axis once as [ ostood out of my car on the driver's
side. . . . It tipped over on its side and shot a brilliant,
blinding white-colored beam of light at me, bubbling the dome
of the paint on the car as well as burning my elbow." Mr.
Florio felt a needle-like tingling sensation and heat all over
his body and nausea a few weeks later. The radio stopped,
lights dimmed and the motor chugged at a speed of 12-15 miles
an hour "as though it might stall any second.” When he
arrived at a garage in El Paso the next afternoon, "half the
acid was gone from the batterv, I was running on three plugs,
and my radio was burned out completely." (Modern People,

Mr. E.M. had been mowing his lawn and
kneeled down near a peach tree, when suddenly "a peculiar
liquid substance dark red in color began pelting me and the
tree."

BAs he watched,
his hands and arms began to burn painfully, but washing them
immediately eased the pain.

Around the outside of the burmed area, the grass still

contained traces of nickel and chromium. (Bethel Home News,
11-25-63)

U.S., Cherry Valley, IL. White filaments seen falling to
ground at time of UFO sighting. (Stringfield)

Ofelia Versoa, 21, factory worker; Maria
Marluce da Silva, 20; Maria Marlucy da Silva, 17, were returning
home from a visit with friends, walking along a well-lit road
beside railroad tracks. Ahead, they saw lights in the road,
when some 150 ft. from the lights, they could see a large disc,
with two large "headlamps." Beside the object they saw three
small occupants the size of 9-year-old children, wearing head-
gear. There also was a tall man, over 6 ft. tall. The girls
watched for over four minutes. The object ascended from the
road, landed out of sight and reflected an approaching auto-
motile's lights.

2000 ft. It was on the ground for two to three minutes before
taking off towards the west. No sound. BAn oval area was found
which was dry and flattened. It was 21 ft. by 14 ft. Plants
were dry rather than burnt. (FSR Case Histories 6)

CANADA, Gull Lake, Sask. Cedric Cunningham saw a blinding ball
of fire near Swift Current Creek when he was driving to work.
He saw a brightly 1lit object hover over a field and then land.
After it disappeared rapidly from sight, he checked the field
and found a large circular burned area.

Jan 23, 1968 ARGENTINA, Termas de Copahue. A large number of people reported

315 0430 seeing a luminous object land. It was on the ground for four
hours, then ascended vertically. A large burned area was found,
samples taken. (GEPA)

Feb 02, 1968 NEW ZEALAND, Auckland. A man and his 17-year-old son working

617 in fields in the morning heard a high-pitched sound like a

short wave radio, saw a round object with a turret-like top
with portholes hovering 200 yds. away at a height of 40 ft.
Three prong landing gear was lowered and the object landed.

Man ran toward the object, was hit by a beam of light, and
felled, later found to be dead. Object rose with a humming
noise, so fast that the boy could hardly follow its movement.
Three indentations were found around the edge of a burned
circular area with a radius of 60 ft.

A witness was awakened by the strange
action of the lights on an electric fence charger and saw a
brilliant light over the area which moved NW, hovered 15
minutes, moved S, and hovered for 5 minutes. The witness

found a path burned through a nearby tree line. All the leaves
were wilted and dead.

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CANADA, Standoff, Alta. Mrs. Hoeffer watched a bright,
circular object land about 900 ft. away. The witness ran
away. The next day, two oval-shaped burned areas were found.

The object, glowing red, ascended
vertically into the clouds. A circle 15 ft. in diameter
where grain was beaten down was found. (S, S & S)

people were watching for UFOs, the only woman present saw a
large, dark triangular object land gently and silently within
10 m, and caught a glimpse of an occupant. The object was not
seen by others in the group, as their attention was distracted
by moving lights.

At the spot, marks were found forming a triangle of 2.1 m
by 1.2 m by 1.2 m.

ENGLAND, Woodmansterne. George Graham, farmer, was looking for
foxes when he saw a dark blue glow in a field. The glow was
under the base of an object. It ascended after about 15 minutes.
Graham heard a rush of air as it took off vertically. He

found a keyhole-shaped mark at the site. Length was 40 ft.,
width was 20 ft. A band 8 in. wide where the grass, blades and
roots had been pulled from the ground was found. It took six
months for the grass to grow over the area. The edges were

well defined. (FSR Case Histories 3)

CANADA, Victoria, BC. An object hovered near a hilltop for
five to seven minutes, traces were found. (GEPA)

CANADA, Qu'Appelle, Sask. Three witnesses observed a luminous
object for several minutes as it hovered. Later it circled
above the house, 300 ft. away. The object was about 25 ft. in
diameter. A 4 ft. circle of barren grass was found. An 18 in.
circle in the center was not damaged. (Personal Files)

CANADA, Alta. A eircle, 20 ft. in diameter was found in a
field. It appeared that an object had barely touched the
ground and burned the top leaves of the crop. A completely
bare spot, extending to the ground as if some heavy weight
had rested there was near the center of the circle. (Bashaw
Star, Alta.)

U.S., Gallupville, NY. A man, his wife and three children saw
a reddish oval hovering near the ground. It was seen for 15
minutes and a buzzing sound was heard. The next morning they
found several circular depressions with wheat swirled oddly.
(UFO skywatch)

ARGENTINA, LaCriolla. Sr. Angel Peirottl was at home resting,
when he heard a loud electrical explosion in his radio receiver,
and the house was filled with light. When he went outside he
observed, standing on the ground nearby, a disc-shaped object
with two reddish cupolas, one above and one below. Around its
edge was a luminous band of changing colors. It rose quickly
into the air and disappeared. It left marks in the soil which
formed a triangle of 2.28 m by 2.33 m by 2.33 m.

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SPAIN, Tivissa, Tarragona. A witness and his wife saw a hemi-
spherical object hovering 3% ft. above the ground, giving off
considerable light. On the other side he saw two creatures
about 300 ft. from the object, running towards it. They were
about 3% ft. tall, with four or five legs, light in color.
Watches stopped three times at the site. A large area of
burned grass was found. (Vallee III)

ARGENTINA, Mendoza. Mrs. Adela Casal Ieri de Panasitti, a
nurse, saw a mushroom-shaped UFO land in the courtyard of a
neuropsychiatric hospital in Mendoza. The UFO lit up the

entire building. "I felt my ears buzzing and had to put my
hands over my eyes to keep them from getting burnt. . . . I
was petrified. . . . It was bright red. I couldn’t call for

help or even move. After a few minutes I could open my eyes
and see a strange machine with flashing blue and red lights
flying away." rs. Panasitti said the UFO left a burnt-looking
gray spot 80 by 30 c¢m (30 by 12 in.) on the ground. Later
examination by BEC scientists showed the nurse had been exposed
to radiation "though not at an intense level."

The former school teacher watched
the object for five minutes. Then she saw a second UFO, very
shiny and gold; both objects were hovering. "It hurt my eyes

to look at its brightness." The objects were seen by additional

witnesses, Mrs. Willard Mayfield and her husband. When they
examined the area they found scorched areas of cactus and grass.
There was an acid odor in the area. (NICAP)

SPAIN, Santiponce. Four children observed an object with
lights. The object was round with green and white lights,
landed 150 ft. away. A tall man with a white shirt and black
trousers was seen. There were two small windows on the object.
Traces found. (Vallee III)

ARGENTINA, Mendoza. Two young casino workers, aged 26 and 29,
were driving home when the car stopped and the lights went out.
They saw three human-like creatures with enlarged heads by
their car. Two more creatures were standing near an oval
machine floating 1 m above the ground. One of the creatures
was making marks on the car with a small device that gave off
sparks. (FSR 11-68)

U.S., Vacaville, CA. Marion Boykin saw an object with a red
glow. It landed on a hillside about a mile from his home.
Four other people saw it also. The glow faded but through
trees they could see four bright lights, white in color; two
large ones at the center, a smaller one at each end. Witnesses
moved to within 600 ft. Grass in an area 75 ft. long was dry.

CANADA, Coaticook, Que. Two young girls saw an occupant;
several people claimed to have seen an object which emitted
flashes of orange, red and green. Some tracks were found and
the grass had been burned in a circle 42 ft. wide. (S, S & S)

SPAIN, Cedeira. A lady saw a bright light and later saw two
tall human beings. Lights of changing colors were visible
on their faces. An irregular burned area, 7 ft. in diameter
was found. (Vallee III)

ARGENTINA, Correa. Antonio Damiani found a paralyzed calf.
Beside the animal there was a large circular mark, also nine
more perfect circles with diameters of 5 to 12 m. A neighbor
and the son of a police officer had seen a bright light and
glow in the area 15 days before. (FSR Case Histories 13)

SPAIN, Cadiz. A 9-year-old girl saw a very bright red light,
circular in shape. Sound was heard. Traces were found.
(Ballester—-Olmos)

SPAIN, Barcelona. Several women saw a white ball of light that
landed 100 ft. away. Another witness saw the light as it
ascended. A circular burned area was found, 7 ft. in diameter.
(vallee III)

U.S., Bethesda, MD. A l6-year-old boy, delivering the
Washington Post, saw an object in a small park. The object was
disc-shaped with a cone-shaped projection which rested on the
ground. It was about 50 ft. in diameter. There were alter-
nating red, white and yellow lights around the center. The
object was metallic. A hole was found, about 2 ft. by

1 ft., 6 in. There was also a circular area of scorched earth,
about 2 ft. wide, surrounding the hole.

The
three marks were separated by 1.8 m. (Data-Net)

seen for 45 minutes by three RCMP and two other persons. A
farmer said a "craft” landed in his backyard. He found tracks
in the snow, but did not see it land. (S, S & S)

SPAIN, Matadepera. An elderly lady heard a noise and saw an
object near the ground. It made a sudden maneuver to avoid
hitting a high-tension line. It was about 10 ft. long, 8 ft.
thick. Traces were found. (Vallee III)

U.S., Lutesville, MO. F.X. Peters and Gus Eftink and their
families reported the following event. Peters stated that his
dogs began barking though the people could hear or see nothing.
A short time later, a huge, elongated object dropped from the
sky with a white light on top and a red and green light at the
ends. Tt came down in a field about 200 yds. away. Shortly,
it took off, straight up. A spot was found where the ground
was sunken in three places, much like a tripod gear. The earth
appeared to have been burned at those three spots.

Depressions
were found 4 cm deep and 40 cm apart in the hard ground. They
looked as though they had been produced by a small ladder
pushed into the ground. A strong odor like mustard was
detected.

AUSTRALIA, Lismore. Circle. (Claire Noble)

U.S., Flippin, AR. L.J. Treat was awakened by his dogs
howling and trying to get under the house. He saw a flame
extending into the air and called Mrs. Lawrence Willett who
saw it also. The flame extended over 50 ft. into the air.
When they arrived at the site, although the grass in the area
was quite damp an area had been burned. However, not a spark
was seen at the site. Sage grass was burned over and cedar
trees were skeletons.

Maria Cintra, a nurse's aide employed at
Ferreira Clemente Hospital, was about to go to sleep after
night duty when she heard a sound like the brakes of a car
outside her window. She looked out and saw in the courtyard
what appeared to be a white woman of about 30, strangely
garbed in a cape and tunic of some shiny material, bound at
the waist with a heavy metal belt. "I called out to the
woman, inquiring if she were a patient desiring admission, but
there was no reply. I dressed hurriedly and went outside.

The strange person walked away from the building just as a
machine resembling a huge plate floated from the air to the
ground. A creature inside the machine opened up a hatch, the
woman entered and the machine went straight up in the air.
Then I began screaming." Marks were found on the ground where
the UFO had settled. The Brazilian Air Force took soil samples
and the Hospital Director Prata said grass had ceased to grow
on the spot.

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U.Ss., Clayton Co., I0. A ball-shaped object was seen to land
and to direct a beam of red light at each of the young wit-
nesses.

Rosemary Lee and others saw an object
"larger than the moon at arm's length" that was red in flight
but yellow while hovering and landing, giving off yellow fire
from the center of its base. It was shaped like a large light
bulb, 10 ft. long and 8 ft. wide. The Chief of Police and an
investigator went the next day to the area of the landing and
"found plastic-looking strips laying in the snow in a tear
drop fashion. Strips were taken and placed in an air-tight
fruit jar. The next morning the strips had changed to a
paper-like substance. When first picked up and put into jar
they contained a slimy looking film which had also soaked into
the snow and went down 8 to 12 in. Material and photos.

AUSTRALIA, Bungalawyn. On the Ian Robertson property, an area
60 ft. by 25 ft. was found flattened. Some yards away another
area was found flattened with several indentations in the
ground. (Skylook and FSR, 5-70)

AUSTRALIA, Bungalawyn. On Keith Reid's property, a saucer-
shaped ring was found. (Skylook)

CANADA, Chapeau. Leo Paul Chaput, 54-year-old pulp mill
worker, saw a bright light hovering near his home. Four circles
were found later in that field. CIRCLE #1..32 ft. in diameter,
ring width of 2 ft., 6 in., three round marks found near center,
arranged in a triangle, 15 ft. apart. CIRCLE #2..28 ft. in
diameter, ring width of 2 ft., 6 in. and 3 ft. Again, three
round marks arranged in a triangle, 14 ft. apart. CIRCLE #3..
a half circle, 28 ft., 6 in. in diameter, ring width of

2 ft., 6 in. A pile of rocks was found at the center, rock pile
was 2 ft. high and 18 ft. long. CIRCLE #4..9 ft. in diameter
with no outer ring, entire area depressed. (Brian Cannon and
H.H. McKay)

U.S., Rockville, VA. Michael Luczkovich, 20, saw an object
and two creatures near a road. Traces. (NICAP)

AUSTRALIA, Casino. A circular intensely brilliant object was
seen hovering above the ground with pulsating streaks coming
from it. It was raining heavily at the time but burnt patches
were found. (Personal Files)
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CANADA, Bladworth, Sask. A disc-shaped object seen by Bill
Turanich, age 12. It was glowing red and changed to silver.
It was moving at a high rate of speed, revolving. It
apparently landed 1% miles away. Returning to the area with
Mr. A. Ploudre, he found a small patch of barren ground.

(S, S & 8)

AUSTRALIA, Cormdale, Ont., Mn. Hunter's property. An oval-
shaped depression 20 ft. long and 15 ft. wide was found, deeper
around the perimeter. Grass was neatly flattened with no
evidence of burning. (UFOIC)

AUSTRALIA, Moonah. Graham Longey looked out from a window in
his home and saw, a few feet away, a large, solid white,
brilliant circular object with windows around the center. As
he watched it moved rapidly upwards. He found a burned patch
18 ft. by 11% ft. (UFOIC)

ARGENTINA, Azul. Adolfo Corengia saw, 15 m away, a sphere 1 m
above the ground. It was red in color, about 3 m in diameter.
It ascended toward the sky. At the site was an ellipse-shaped
area where the grass was thin and blackened. (FSR Case
Histories 16)

CANADA, Meath, Ont. With an outer dimension of 33 ft., a
2 to 3 ft. ring was found on the slope of a hill, for which the
ground remained barren for three years. (H.H. McKay)

BRAZIL, Ibiuna. Kaneko Nobutoshi and his wife Kioko saw a
bright light in the distance. Object resembled a large curved
window, brilliantly illuminated. The light was like that of a
mercury lamp. The window seemed to have four vertical bars,
which showed up clearly against the background of light. One
of the middle bars seemed much thicker than the others. Esti-
mated diameter 25 to 30 ft., 8 to 10 ft. high. They watched
it for 45 minutes. For awhile a sort of spotlight was
directed from the object to nearby trees and shrubs. Then the
light vanished. The following day a number of people went to
the spot and found a circle of flattened vegetation, 26 ft. in
diameter. Grass had been swirled flat in an anti-clockwise
direction. There were six flattened round areas5 cm in dia-
meter. The object was seen from a distance of 2000 ft.

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AUSTRALTA, Sydney, NSW. On two golf courses, three sets of
imprints were found early in the morning by the greenskeeper.
In the first set, triangular imprints of 4% in. side, 2 in.
depth formed the apices of an isosceles triangle of 12 ft.
sides. In the center of the triangle was a roughly circular
burned patch 2 ft. in diameter. In the two other triangles,
one in one golf course and one in another, 8 in. wide indenta-
tions formed approximately 16 ft. sides, with similar burn
marks. In the heavy dew on the grass there were no footprints
or vehicle marks. At the southernmost golf course there was
also oil found, which later killed the grass. 'Measurements
are consistent in each case with two fized legs and one movable
one, so that weight would be evenly distributed on a slightly
sloping terrain.” (CUFOS from Mike Duggin, Australia)

BRAZIL, Ibiuna. The local Justice of the Peace heard a sound
iike the humming of a swarm of bees. He saw an object which
was rocking from side to side. It suddenly dropped out of the
sky and crashed into the brush out of sight. The witness
rushed to the spot and was sithin 20 ft. of the object when it
quickly lifted off, hovered for an instant, and went away in a
gentle climb. He was almost knocked off his feet by a strong
blast of wind. A nest was found along with broken tree
branches. (FSR 1-70)

CANADZ, C©lds, Alta. Fred Yoos heard a clattering sound; it
shook the building for a few moments. The 62-year-old man
locked out a window and saw a large, green oval object
descending from a dense cloud to the NW. It hovered just
above the ground 50 ft. away. The rising sun reflected ofi
the window-like opening in the object and he could detect the
movement of two figures inside. The object was 20 ft. in
diameter. Object ascended vertically. An imprint was found.
(S, S & S)

U.S., Denison, ITA. Eldridge Winey found an 18 to 20 ft. path
cut through his cornfield. "It was 80 yds. long on a very
untform path. It cut down all the corn stalks in its path.”
(Skylook)

U.S., Van Horne, IA. Patti J. Barr, 16, and Kathy Mahr, 19,
saw a disc-shaped object after hearing a sound like a jet
aircraft. Object was a dull gray-black with a reddish-orange
band of light around the center. It was spinning counter
clockwise. Metal was visible. The following morning Warren
Barr checked his soybean field and found a circular area 40 ft.
in diameter where all the leaves of each soybean plant were
hanging wilted and dehydrated. The plants surrounding the
area were normal and quite healthy. The damaged plants dried
up, leaving brown stalks about 3 to 4 in. high. (Personal
Files)
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CANADA, Abee, Alta. On the Edwin Annola farm, the 1l0~year-old
daughter saw a gray disc with bright lights on the bottom. It
was 10 ft. from her and 3 ft. above the ground. It was so
bright that she was blinded for % hour after the sighting.
Trees were burnt and the leaves were dried up. (FSR Case
Histories 15)

CANADA, Shawville, Que. A ring 34 ft. in diameter with a width
of 3 ft. was found near a tree, railroad tracks and a hydro
(electric) transmission line. (H.H. McKay)

CANADA, Didsbury, Alta. Bob Smythe told about a farmer who saw
a lighted object and thought his field was on fire. He found
three circular marks burned together. The complete area was

75 ft. in diameter. (S, S & S)

U.S., Elkader, IA. A resident reported hearing a strange

notse which lasted two minutes. The sound then faded away into
the distance. She found a burmed circle in the lot which
adjoins her home. The circle was 20 ft. wide. (Clayton

County Register, IA)

U.S., Dupo, IL. Six witnesses reported a large glowing oval,
red in color. It was seen gliding down over trees in a slow
descent. Its speed was very slow. Witnesses were at various
locations over a fairly large area. A humming sound was heard.
20 glowing particles were seen floating towards the ground.

Two witnesses went to the field and found flames burning to a
height of 3 ft. The area measured 18 ft. by 7 ft. (Art
Epstein)

ENGLAND, Bradbury. A woman and her husband watched an object
land on Army ranges at Tyneham and later visited the site in
daylight. "An elliptical object, glowing and apparently
translucent, shot into view over the hill a mile in front of
our car. There was no sound and it settled. We saw tripod
legs come down out of it. My husband drove slowly forward
with his lights off until we could see it clearly about a
quarter of a mile away.” They watched it for 30 minutes, it
then ascended and disappeared. They found a 24 ft. diameter
pattern of large holes, as if made by tubular legs, tipped
with long spikes. Similar holes were found the next day at
Badbury Rings. (Richard Farrow of Ski, Norway, and Janet
Gregory of London)

NEW ZEALAND, Ngatea. A circular area found by B. O'Neil which
was 60 ft. in diameter. Three gouges in the ground which were
arranged in a triangle. They were 9 ft. apart. Each of the
imprints was accompanied by two smaller ones 4 or 5 ft. from
the largest holes. The marks were found in a stand of manuka.
When broken, the branches showed the inside to be completely
dehydrated and giving the appearance of carbon, but no outside
indications of burning. Plants were dried out and all appeared
bleached. Radiation was found. (APRO)
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U.S5., Elkader, IA. A boy saw an object take off in a pasture
south of the barn. A clear landing mark was found.
(Clayton County Register)

U.S., Elkader, IA. Another landing mark 5 ft. from the site
reported September 07, 1969, having the same size and leg
pattern. (CCR)

U.S., Elkader, TA. Two more landing marks found in the same
are as above case. (CCR)

NEW ZEALAND, Whitford. Leo Wade, dairy farmer, heard a low-
pitched noise. Several days later he found a muddy hole,
about 1 ft. across with two distinct V-shapes of bleached
grass, entire area 11 ft. in diameter. This in the middle of
a lush green paddock. {Spaceview, N.Z.)

U.S., Elkader, IA. Landing marks found near Elkader, no
details. {(CCR)

FINLAND, Vilppula. A circle of dead grass found, 42 ft. in
diameter, ring width 21 in. Inside the cirele the vegetation
is normal. No UFOs veported. (Janet Gregory, England)

NEW ZEALAND, Kaharoa. C.T. Johnsonm, sheep farmer, found three
brown colored circles. Two on the side of a steep hill, 53 ft.
and 30 ft. in diameter, third circle across fence line. Horse
reared up and wouldn't go near the eireles. Photographs taken
of the area. (Spaceview, N.Z.)

NEW ZEALAND, Puketutu (Tekuiti). Chariles Blackmore, dairy
farmer, found a circle of dead lake-weed on floating island in
a large pond. Cirele 15 ft. in diameter, 2 ft. lower than
other plants on island. Appears to have been burnt, pressed
down and spread outwards in a spiral pattern. Cows and dogs
refused to go near thic pond from which they used to drink.
Ducks and frogs have vanished from the areq. (Spaceview, N.Z.
and FSRE 1-71)

BELGIUM, Pierres. Rectangular tmprints, 24.5 ft. apart,
3.6 ft by 1 ft. Report not translated. (LDLN)

NEW ZEALAND, Takapuna. G. Brown, ambulance station driver,
found a clearly defined circle, 30 ft. long, 15 ft. wide
surrounded by high growth of femmel. Grass within avea
withered and browm. (Spaceview)
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NEW ZEALAND, Mahuta. R. Nicolai, sharemilker, found four
circles. Three were 18 ft. in diameter, about 120 ft. apart.
The fourth circle was 33 ft. in diameter, near the base of the
same hill. All circles with a 4 in. rim of darker green
grass. Within area grass brown and dying and earth sinking.
Object sighted by Mr. and Mrs. J.S. Searle and daughter,
Gillyan, age 13. Seen in area of circles, seen for several
minutes, torpedo-shaped, flames shooting from rear section,
low altitude. (Spaceview)

NEW ZEALAND, Waiuku. Three small, distinct circles in pattern
of a triangle, unexplained barking of dogs prior to find.
(Spaceview)

U.S., Wildwood, AL. 25 persons reported seeing UFO over
Wildwood. Cedric Sutherland, 18 and Gerry Talbert, 18, saw
an object with red flashing lights hovering near the ground.
It seemed to be flattening high grass and bending trees.
Object was dark gray with luminous white panels, two rings of
red lights. It was 35 to 50 ft. in diameter and 15 ft. high.
It was about 75 to 100 ft. away. Patrolman G.L. Presnell
found a spot where grass was mashed flat, trees were bent and
broken. (National Enquirer)

NEW ZEALAND, Napier. 2An object was seen by a Central Hawke's
Bay Security Services patrol officer. The disc was 300 ft.
away. It remained in sight long enough for him to traverse
it three times with a searchlight. A patrol dog became
unusually excited. After the object disappeared, Ofc. Cudby
moved to the area where he had seen it. The grass, wet with
dew elsewhere, was hot and dry in an area 60 ft. long. When
first seen, he could hear a dull, swishing sound; as it moved
away, the sound increased to a higher pitched whine. (FSR)

SPAIN, Esparza. An engineer saw a lens-shaped object 27 ft. in
diameter, 7 ft. high, bright yellow. The surface appeared
metallic and had sharp edges. It was resting on landing

gear, 700 ft. away. Grass was burned at the site. (Data-Net)

AUSTRALIA, Windsor. A disc was seen and a small nest found.
(Data-Net)

ARGENTINA, La Reduccion. Agriculturalist Manuel Rodriguez saw
a cigar-shaped object hanging stationary for 20 minutes. His
father also saw it. Leaves of the eucalyptus trees were
scorched. (FSR Case Histories 16)

U.S., REading, KS. Three rings found, no details. (Personal
Files)

U.S.S.R., Eastern Karelia. Object landed, traces, numerous
witnesses. (FSR)
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NEW ZEALAND, Te Kuiti. A flattened area was found in the
Blackmore farm pond; water had changed color to a dirty brown.
Rushes were flattened and there was an odor. This farm had
been the scene of two other simiiar incidents. (FSR 1-71)

U.5., Northern AR. A depressed ring was found in a field,
ringed by mushrooms. (Avkansas Democrat)

AUSTRALIA, Onslow. Shipper Bob Manton of the freighter
Ashburton was one of many people who sighted an object which
was aluminum-colored with a white tail. It appeared to touch
the ground and a fire was seen. (34)

SPAIN, Moron de la Frontera. Farmers of the "Rancho del
Maestro Oliva" heard a sudden very loud and prolonged noise
during a stormy, gusty wight, as if from three explosions
merged 1nto one.

In the morning, Sr. Gordillo, one of the farmers, found
strange markings on his property consisting of:

Two holes 6 cm in diameter at the top, widening into an
inverted cone at the bottom, which was 35 em deep; 15 cm apart,
each surrounded by smooth circular zones 30 ecm across, tangent
to each other; surrounded in turm by five oblique (30 degree)
holes which each branch into two short tunmnels, placed so as
to form a pentagon with a circumference of 1.10 m. Around all
this in the field was a circular arvea of 25 m in which the
stems of the sunflower plants appeared burnt while the leaves
did not. (Vincente, Enrique, "What Happened in Moron?"

P. 3 of UFO Register and Vallee in Data-Net, 6-71)

U.S., Festus, MO. Mrs. Elida Kent was working in her garden
when she heard a noise like a shot. She saw smoke rising from
the grass about 15 ft. from her back door. An object,
cylindrical in shape, 2 in. long was found as well as a burned
spot on the lawn, 2% in. by 3% in. (Skylook)

U.S., Port Monmouth, NJ. Mrs. D. J. saw a large round object
hovering over a meadow not far from her home. It glowed white
with red lights. As she watched the object, 'a street light
went out for 15 to 20 minutes. The object appeared to be 25 ft.
in diameter.

There was a depressed circle 20 ft. across in the grass
and about 50 ft. away another, about 10 ft. in diameter. There
were three imprints making a triangle, they were 30 to 40 ft.
apart and 18 in. square. (FSR 5-71)

FRANCE, S5t. Malo. A circle of darker green grass was found

with mushrooms around the perimeter. A hole 4 in. deep was
found. (BUFORA)

FRANCE, Jabreille les Bordes. Erienne G., a l6-year-old
baker's helper, was locking for mushrooms when he saw, about

50 ft. away through the high ferns that covered the ground,

a metallic-looking dome. He moved closer, parting the ferns

to see better, and was suddenly almost blinded by a strong
yellow-orange light that seemed to come from three rectangular
openings in the object, from just below the dome. The inten-
sity of the light seemed to separate the shiny dome from what
he could barely see as a darker, larger, lower section.

Erienne felt frightened and paralyzed but continued to try to
watch the silent, stationary object, about 20 ft. in diameter
and 10 ft. high, with three antennae. As the object began to
ascend slowly, the light beam turned away from the witness,
enabling him to see clearly (and move) once more. Four supports
or legs, short and sturdy, ending in rectangular pads, extended
from holes in the base of the object, which reached a height of
about 350 ft., suddenly "jumped" vertically and disappeared in
a few seconds.

As soon as it had disappeared, Erienne ran to the village,
but told no one at first. Eight days later he returned to the
spot and found a rocky area where growth was damaged and four
16 in. deep marks 13 by 21 in. across with sharp edges and
flat bottoms, in the black clay soil. Plant material in the
imprints had been pulverized. Investigators later spent much
time with the witness and at the site. (MUFON 1972 Conference
Proceedings, from Lumieres dans la Nuit, Aug 1971 and Oct 1971
issues)

FRANCE, St. More. At about the time that several residents
reported an object in the air and a young man some distance
away reported an orange ball which ascended into the sky, a
motorist, Patrick Carre, saw at the side of the road by his
auto headlights, a hemispherical object, dull-metallic in
color. He also felt extreme heat. Burn marks were found.
(Data-Net)

CANADA, Thetford Mines, Que. Adrien Bolduc, 40, a mine worker,
saw a large ball of light one-half mile from his home. The
object was red on top, white at the center and blue on the
bottom, and 50 ft. in diameter. After a short time the object
grew dark and was not seen again. A number of squared imprints
20 in. by 20 in. were scattered over the ground. Seven hoof-
like marks and numerous 1 in. circles covered the ground.
(Brian Cannon)

BRAZIL, Itatiaia. Almiro De Freitas, a patrol guard at a
power plant, saw a row of 15 lights hovering near the edge of
the dam. He heard an explosion and moved to within 50 ft. of
the object. He fired his pistol at the UFO and a beam of
light was projected on him. He felt heat and was blinded. He
regained his sight in 14 days.

Concrete at the site fell apart in a circular area. (FSR)
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SWEDEN, Enebacken. 18 witnesses at various locations saw a
bright red light moving above the forested farm (croft) of
Enebacken. Three witnesses saw beams of yellow-white 1ight
coming from the bright red sphere; for two of them the beams
created an illuminated streak on the surface of Lake Haslingen.
In a corner of the garden of Richard Johansson's property,
90 ft. from his house, rounded burnt depressions were found,
40 cm in diameter and 4 cm deep, not exactly alike. The loca-
tions of the marks formed a triangle with sides of 260 cm,
255 cm, and 260 cm. "It did not seem as if something had been
standing there, but rather as if three jet beams had been
used.”
Soil samples tested at the Chalmers Institute of Techno-
logy showed a very weak gamma radiation. (FSR 1i-71)

U.S., Sturgeon Bay, WI. Property ouner was checking a field
and found a burned area with a foul odor. He had been in the
area two days before. Avea was 46 ft. long and 36 ft. wide.

NEW ZEALAND, Te Kuiti. A pond with reeds flattened again, with
odor, slight radiation and a sickly smell. See Cases 426 and
410. (FSR 1-71)

ENGLAND, Warminster. Barrie Canner, 28, was running cross-
country along an old Roman Road when he saw a large beetle-
like object only 18 ft. away, standing 14 ft. high on its three
legs, which occupied about one-third of its height, and 11 ft.
long from long rounded nose to squat, tapered tail. It gave
off a slight glow all around, but more from the three
triangular windows in the upper structure. There was a
"concertina-like" projection downward from the bottom of the
object. The witness dashed tc his car and drove away.

Two days later Mr. Canner and an investigator returned
to the site. "Where the craft had been standing, we found
distinct impressions in the earth and tangled grass. The feet
of the three legs forming a tripod were of triangular shape.
The area between the legs was an exact triangle, toc, with a
measured equal distance one to the other in alignment. t was
as if the pad marks had sunk into the ground about 1 in., maybe
rather less, these marks a few inches long and wide. We picked
up three pieces of metal, copper-bronze in colour, within the
triangle. They were vari-sized and heavy. These have been
sent off for analvsis by experts in Winchester and Cambridge,
I understand.” {(Shuttlewood, Arthur, "UFOs - Key to the New
Age." Regency Press, London, 1971, Foreword)

CANADA, Holstein. Mrs. Peter Dundys saw a bright orange fire-
ball about one-guarter mile away. She could see a string of
lights on it. ULater in the day she and a friend went to the
area and found a number of trees scorched from ground level to
a height of 10 ft. (Quest, Canada)
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AUSTRALIA, Boggabri. A crater, 6 ft. in diameter. Inside the
crater several holes, disposed about a central hole which was
4% in. in diameter. (Hynek)

NORWAY, Helleland. Reidar Salvesen, 35-year~old marketing
consultant, was drivinghome whenhe wasblindedby a very strong
blue-white light, like the light from a welding flame. He
stopped the car and got out. The light moved towards the car,
stopping in front of it. The object was about 30 ft. in dia-
meter. The witness was suddenly knocked to the ground and at
that moment the windshield of the car was blown into the auto-
mobile. The object then toock off at high speed.

A dull spot was found on the auto roof above the windshield.
No radiation was found. (FSR 4-71)

JAPAN, Tatebayasi City. A 17-year-old boy was riding his
bicycle when he saw six objects which flew in formation from
NE to SW. Several seconds after they disappeared, a single
object was seen in the N. The UFO. reached a point overhead,
changed course to the W, made a complete circle two times. It
then hovered low to the ground for a few seconds,climbed and
disappeared overhead. There was no sound. The next morning
he returned to the area and found in the grass four circular
marks of flattened grass, with the central one 60 cm in dia-
meter, the smaller ones 25 cm. In two of the smaller marks
and half of the central one the grass was burnt brown. The
marks formed a triangle with sides of 4.7 m, 3.9 mand 4.2 m.
(FSR Case Histories 10)

ENGLAND, Brightwalton. A witness saw an object in a field as
he drove by. It was about 20 ft. in diameter, disc~shaped,
dull gray. As he walked towards it the object took off. A
fuzzy halo was seen above the object as it ascended. A humming
sound was heard, four windows seen. Two arms on the side
retracted during ascent.

The muddy field was found completely dry at the site with
indentations. (Newbury Weekly News, 8-19-71)

AUSTRALIA, Thadura Copper Mine. Several miners saw a large
silvery disc with portholes and pulsating green lights. A
nest was found. (National Enquirer)

U.S., Palm Springs, CA. A witness saw two bright lights near
a mountain not far away. He watched for several minutes and
called the nearest airport and found that they had spotted the
lights also.

He found two large circles, with a musty brown material
in them. (Personal Files)
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U.S., Loveland Pass, CO. Two young men saw an automobile in a
canyon some 50 ft. belocw the road. The car was not damaged.
They found a man and a woman, one in the front seat, one in the
back. They were semi-conscicus and didn't kncw how the cary was
moved off the highway. 50 ft. from the car was a 70 ft.
diameter area that was stained. Highway patrolman named
Williams investigated. The woman said she saw a bright object
before the incident. (Personal Files)

U.5., Cklahoma City, OK. A witness observed a luminous object
near the ground for several minutes. Dehydrated area and
broken tree limbs were found. (Personal Files)

U.8., MI. A circular burned area in a field was found two
days after the owner had seen an object over his house. The
area was filled with silverv colored needles. Samples were
sent to the Argonne Naticnal Laboratories. {Industry Week,
2=15~71)

FINLAND, Kuusamo Saapunki. Martta and Mauno Talala and their
13-year-old son saw a brilliant light which lasted one minute.
Electricity was cut off in nearby houses but went back on
after the object lifted off and headed SW.

An impression 6 ft. by 18 ft. was found in the snow with
dark green material in the center of the area. (FSR 3-71; 9-71)

U.S., Dennis MA. John Brogan, Jr., 12, as he was walking to
catch a school bus, saw through tree branches an elongated,
glowing, orange object drop down behind the trees at the
location of a lake. He ran toward the lake, picking up
another witness, Martha Koempel, 13. 1In Scarge Lake, which is
a half mile long by a quarter mile wide, they found a large
oblong hole in the 3 in. ice, roughly 100 ft. by 25 ft.. about
100 ft. from the southern shore. John could see steam rising
from the water which was agitated as if something had just
fallen into it. There was general agreement that the ice had
been intact the day before. Another boy, Paul McCarthy, 13,
had seen from a different vantage point a similar bright
object yellow "like the sun," moving horizontally until it
dropped down behind trees over the same part of the lake as
the hole was found. Divers have since gone down several

times but have been unable to find anything in the steep-sided
deep lake whose muddy bottom makes vision difficult. (Walter
Webb, NICAP M.I.S.)

ARGENTINA, Tafe Viejo. Two farmers saw a disc, metallic at
the top, veddish at the base, as it landed. They could see
two antennae; a whistling sound was heard. The object was
10 ft. in diameter, 3.5 ft. thick. Burned pastures and part
of a cornfield and dried up a part of a lemon crop.

(E1 Comercio, Lima, Peru, 1-19-71)
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U.S., Delia, KS. Fred Lundin, 64, and his wife heard an
explosive sound and saw a bright light. They found a trace,
the size of a three-gailon bucket and elongated. Ashes were
found over a 4 ft. area. Samples were taken. (APRO)

FINLAND, Kinnula. Petter Aliranta, 21, and Esko J. Sneck, 18,
were working in the woods near a village in middle Sweden. The
cloudy day was slowly turning dark and they were about to stop
their work. They suddenly saw a metallic disc at tree-top
level. It was descending straight down. The object was 18 ft.
in diameter. At the bottom there were four thin (2% in. to

5 in.) landing feet, more than 7 ft. long. The object
descended in a small opening between the trees, about 50 ft.
away. During the descent, a round opening appeared in the
center of the underpart. From this opening, as soon as the
object touched ground, a small being glided down. The being
started approaching the witness, its movements very stiff. It
was less than 3.5 ft. tall. The body was covered with a green
suit. The head had a covering of the same color with a sort of
lens facing forwards. Aliranta and the being were within 35 ft.
of each other when the creature turned towards the object.
Three windows were seen on the object and beings could be seen
through them. The sighting lasted about three minutes. There
were four imprints, round and 17.5 in. across in a square with
a side of 7.5 ft. Within the square the snow was melted on
the top 5 in. Footprints were found, 7.5 in. and 10 in. apart.
Another witness saw a ball of light at a different location at
tree top level for three minutes. (FSR 9-71)

FINLAND, Kuuskajaskari. A costal artillery fort was brought to
full alert when a guard saw a reddish glowing object flying

low to the ground. The guard saw it land on the ice W of the
fort. A four-man patrol found a depression 15 to 20 ft. in
diameter. The guard estimated the UFO at 44 ft. diameter.
Samples were taken. (Argosy, 10-71)

FINLAND, Ylistare. Villagers found strange depressions with
a collar of a black substance and yellow grease inside. (Argosy)

NEW ZEALAND, Taupo. In an area where dozens of people have
been reporting UFOs five large circles have been found. They
range from 200 to 300 ft. in diameter, are in a straight line
and just over a mile apart (four of them). The fifth is a
mile to the W. (Philip Austin, N.Z.)

AUSTRALIA, Columbatti, NSW. Brian Yarnold found patches of
burnt grass. UFOs were seen in the area. (FSR)

U.S., Maynard, IA. 10 ft. diameter circle covered with
gasoline and burned, with four smaller burned circles for
"landing pads." Markings, along with a UFO sighting report,
produced by a high school sociology class as an experiment in
credibility. The experiment got out of hand, and the UFO
sighting got radio and press coverage. (Klass, Philip J.,
"UFOs Explained," Random House, N.Y. 1974, p. 72)
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Apr 25, 1971 U.S., Westgate, TA. A c¢iveular depression was found in a

4639 wheat field, 15 ft. in diameter. The dirt was sucked up ond
removed. One small footprint was found at the center.
(Personal Files)

May 1971 U.S., Walpole, NH. 4 circle of dead grass was found by

470 Mrs. Elmer Reentish. It was 24 ft. in diameter with a 40 in.
ring width. (Skylook)

May 04, 1971 FINLAND, Lappi. Harri Peltomaa saw an egg-shaped object

471 emitting light like a welding torch. It looked as if it was

about to land. He ran and told the property owner, Keiji
Rinne. They then went to the woods and found two deep holes
in the snow with a black substance around one of the holes. A
third hole was found. 2ll three formed a triangle. The black

substance was analyzed, no results released. (Argosy, 10-71)
May 06, 1971 ENGLAND, Wimbormne. Mrs. Valerie Newman, Leigh Lane and her
472sp 2130  mother heard a sound like a washing machine. Ten minutes

later the sound was heard againg this time Mrs. Newman looked
out the window but could see nothing. When they tried to
take the dog on his evening walk, he refused to go out.

The next morning they found a flattened area in a nearby
ftleld. Three imprints were found which were large ovals, the
larger being 17 ft. long, 13 ft. wide. The two smaller areas
were € ft. away and were 4 to 5 ft. long and 2 ft. wide. Grass
was compressed in a clockwise dirvection. The night was calm;
no rain and very little wind. The grass had not been flattened
the day before. When looking out the window, the witness was
facing away from the field. (FSR, 11-71)

May 16, 1971 U.S., &nderson, IN. Gene Whitlock, 47, his wife and two sons,

473 2130 ages 11 and 13, of R.R. #2, Box 254, saw an object after the
electrical power failed in their home. They heard a high
pitched sound and the dogs were howling. The object was 500 yds.
S of the house and moving very slowly. It rapidly fluttered,
vibrated and wobbled in the air. It came closer and passed E
of the house; the animals were very frightened. The high
pitched sound increased in volume and the witnesses' ears
began to hurt. The chject passed around a sycamore tree and
moved in a NE direction. The telephone was dead. The sound
was heard for an additional 20 minutes near a creek. After
the sound stopped the lights came on. A large tree which it
had passed died after the sighting. (Eyewitness, Vol. 3, No. 3)

Moy 22, 1971 AUSTRIA, Pierbach. 4 frozen ice mass was found, along with

474 1500 sulfur odor. (Flying Saucer Observer)

May 22, 1971 AUSTRALIA, Norwood, Tas. A single witness saw lights descending
795 2030 to ground and a high speed ascent. 10 ft. irregular depressed

area. (FSR)
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AUSTRALTA, Lynchford, Tasmania. Mr. C. Archer was wakened

by the barking of his dogs and "a strange humming noise like a
big loud generator." He could see nothing outside to account
for the noise which lasted for about a half an hour. On the
next day he found a 30 bya 5 ft. area of flattened grass and
blackberry bushes, with a spiral pattern in the middle con-
taining six irregularly spaced indentations. On the second
day the Archer's kitten died and their dogs acted strangely
all week. By May 30, "a further flattened area similar to the
first was found, together with four smaller 10 ft. diameter
areas with three indentations each, roughly in the shape of a
triangle of base 3 ft. and some 9 ft. to the mark at the apex.
The marks were about 8 in. deep.' (FSR Case Histories 7,
October 1971)

BRAZIL, Itaperuna. Paulo Silva, a salesman, his report later
confirmed by Benedito Miranda who said he had alsc seen the
beings. The object was slightly larger than a VW, disc-shaped
with pulsating lights inside. Object landed on the road and
the car seemed to be controlled by the object. He saw several
small beings, 40 to 50 cm tall. A mark was found at the site.
(Ultima Hora, Oct. 2, 1971)

CANADA, La Tuque, Que. A middle-aged caretaker was struck
down by a flash of light from a landed object which left its
imprints in the soil. (Cosmos Express)

AUSTRALIA, Walpole. 4 ft. burmt ring, 40 in. width. (Keene
Evening Sentinel 7-7-71)

CANADA, Rosedale, Alta. Miss Esther Clappison noted a light
outside the window. She went to the front of the house
accompanied by her dog, George. She saw a rectangular-shaped
object on the ground at the intersection of two roads. She
could see a lighted portion with a being in front of an instru-
ment panel. She tried to get closer, but her dog, who was
trembling and cowering, kept pushing her back.

The grass in the area was black as if it had been burned. The
area was still visible to the eye six months later. Occupants
were less than 5 ft. tall, wearing olive-green clothing. She
was 200 ft. from the object and it was 10 to 13 ft. in dia-
meter. (W.K. Allan)

FRANCE, Mulhouse. An object was observed approaching from the
N, disc-shaped, 27 £t. in diameter, 7 ft. thick. It ascended
vertically. Traces found were circular in shape, a ring 21 ft.
in diameter. An "H" was found at the center, 8 ft. square.
Imprints found inside and outside circle in a rough triangle.
{LDLN)
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FRANCE, Calais. Single witness; a tree branch was broken and
burnt, grass was discolored. (FSR)

CANADA, St. Hyacinthe. A witness saw, on a cloudy evening,
five huge red lights that seemed to rotate around a dark body;
then the lights separated. They were a clear red color and
were about 15 ft. above the trees. The lights finally went
off and were not seen again. Next morning, a perfect circle,
11 ft. in diameter was found, where the crops had been crushed
and burned in the center, and less burned around the circum-—
ference. 450 ft. east another identical circle was found.
(FSR Case Histories 17)

SPAIN, Zamora. Braulio Rodriguez, 34, a taxi cab driver, saw
a round object 5 ft. in diameter emitting an intense yellow
light, landed on the highway. It was 7 ft. away from him. The
automobile engine failed, minutes later the object ascended.

A yellow stained area was found. (FSR)

U.5., Salisbury, NC. Businessman Samuel G. Martin and his
family awakened one night because of a strange beeping noise.
ALl the dogs in the area were barking. They did not investi-
gate.

The next morming they found two burned marks in their
Lawm. A residue like cotton was found. (George Fawcett)

AUSTRALIA, Queenstown. A burned area of ground was found, a
complete circle 30 ft. in diameter. (Advocate, Burnie,
Australia, 8-16-71)

U.8., Caldwell, OH. 4 circle of burned grass was found, 35 rt.
in diameter. There were indentations within the eircle,
1% in. deep. (Larry Moyer)

CANADA, Drumheller. Joe Klimek and two others saw an object
some distance away. It was squat and square, 12 ft. at the
base and 10 ft. high with a pointed top beveled on one side.
It was metallic.

They found six oval marks, 6 in. long about 30 in. apart
and 1 in. deep. (Canadian UFO Report)
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U.S., Delphos, KS. A l6-year-~old boy observed a bright glowing
object, 10 ft. by 9 ft., hovering near the ground some 75 ft.
away. The boy was accompanied by a dog; sheep in the area
with him reacted with extreme fear. The parents observed a
bright light in the sky after the ascent and this may well have
been the same cobject. The object emitted a rumbling sound and
remained on the ground for three minutes or sc. The sound
changed to a high pitched sound during ascent. An 8 ft. ring
of dried soil was found. The ring glowed. A tree was knocked
down; a tree limb was broken. (Personal Investigation.)

Seven different soil analysis reports show that the soil
from the ring, compared to the control sample from the ground
nearby: does not absorb water, is more acidic and higher in
soluble salts; contains five to ten times more calcium than
the control and somewhat more minerals; produces less seed
growth than the control, and is coated with a hydrocarbon that
is removable by heating to 100 degrees C. or by washing with
ethyl alcohol. The coating of soil particles is of a material
of low atomic weight, with globules of higher atomic weight
imbedded in it. Unique icicle-shaped crystals 0.1 to 0.05
microns long were found, as was a previously uncatalogued
crystalline structure of low atomic weight. (See appendix for
more precise information.) (CUFOS)

AUSTRALIA, South Johnstone, QD. Two locomotive men of the
South Johnstone Cooperative Sugar Milling Assoc., Ltd. were

in the Number Two Branch area when the traffic control officer
tried to contact them by radio. Jumbled and incoherent voices
were heard. Believing an accident had occurred, a rescue party
was sent out. One of the group observed a dazzling and power-
ful light in the area where burnt cane scarred by great heat
was found. When they reached the driver and fireman they found
them stupéfied with one man repeatedly pointing to the sky.
Both were taken to a hospital. (Evening Advocate, Aust.)

U.S., Lucerne Valley, CA. Three Santa Ana hunters saw an
object hovering. It was quite bright and the size of an auto-
mobile. It was disc-shaped and disappeared in a few minutes.
Later they saw a luminous football shaped object descending.
After it landed something got out and was gliding above the
ground. They watched all this for several minutes.

At sunrise they went to the area and found five round
imprints; three formed a triangle. The other two were 10 ft.
away. The triangle sides measured 14 ft. by 14.4 ft. by 10 ft.
(Data-Net)

U.S., Conoga Park, CA. An engineering professor and his wife
saw a lighted object moving along the ground. At the site
they found a burned bush and triangular imprints 15 in. by

18 in. and 10 ft. to 18 ft. apart. (Personal Files)
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ENGLAND, Brightwalton. A man saw an object in a field as he
was driving by. It was 20 ft. in diameter, disc-shaped, dull
gray. As he walked across the muddy field it suddenly tock
off and disappeared into the clouds in seconds. He and a
friend found a patch of completely dry ground. The man re-
called a fuzzy halo above the cbject when it took off. There
was a faint hum like a generator. The object had at least
four windows and a hatch on the lower portion. Two arms on
the sides retracted as it ascended. (Data-Net)

AUSTRALIA, Toolgie Hill. Investigators collected samples from
a circular marking the size of a tractor tire which was found
on the farm of Rob Habner. (Adelaide News, 5-5-72)

MEXICO, Tulancingo. Several people in Tulancingo saw a huge
object descending toward the village of Tulancingo, but only
Evita Ochones, a goat-herder, saw it closely. It hovered

about 100 ft. above the village, making a loud sizzling sound,
with a bright light pointing toward the ground, then floated
down to the mesa about 100 ft. from the witness. Through an
opening she saw several figures moving about in a reddish glow,
and then out of the object a few feet away. They made measure-
ments and took soil samples. After they re-entered the craft,
the sizzling noises increased as it climbed straight up

several hundred feet and disappeared to the north. Blackened
scorch marks were seen on the ground. "They looked as if they
had been made by two long skids or rails side by side under the
body, and by three short poles in the shape of a tripod. Two
of the poles were several feet in front of the skids and one
was behind," said Sr. Valdez. The marks were later burned and
raked over by unspecified "investigators." (Saga, Nov. 1972)

U.5., Bates County, MO. 2 near landing at a farm was seen by
two young children. An object hovered near the ground and a

light beam was projected towards the ground. A circular burn
was found. (Personal Files)

U.8., St. Charles, IL. 36 ft. ring, no growth, undisturbed
area 25 ft., 10 in. (Turner to J.A. Hynek)

No location. Aerial photograph of circular ring about 40 ft.
in diameter. No details. (Sent to Allen Hynek by Don Roby)

U.5., Unton, MO. Four barren areas found in a field following
UFO reports in the area. C(ircular and 10 ft. in diameter.
(MUFON)

U.S., Brunswick, MO. Object seen on ground, several witnesses.
Burned ground and trees. (Personal Files)

U.S., MA. Rings found, no other details. (Personal Files)
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U.S., Blount Island, FL. Norman Chastain, 62, saw several
orange and blue lights 150 ft. in the air and occupants on the
ground. Traces. (Jacksonville Journal, 1-28-74)

U.S., Charlotte, NC. A witness was on the way home when he

saw a lighted object which picked up speed and changed
direction. It was triangular with rotating lights of different
colors. It made no sound. A dog from a nearby yard came
barking into the street at the object: suddenly an orange-
yellow beam shot down and the dog disappeared. The object
hovered a few seconds, then departed quickly. Other people in
the area reported seeing a strange object, other dogs were
missing. A yellow-orange circle was found. (Data-Net)

CANADA, Dawson Creek, BC. Mr. & Mrs. A.A. German located at
Mile 5 on the Alaska Highway saw a light over Kilkerran and
lost sight of it when the light went behind a hill. Mr. & Mrs.
Clifford Massee and their son, Blaine, age 15, live in the
Kilkerran area; they looked towards the south, spotted the
red light and watched it for at least 30 minutes before it
traveled south and out of sight. They reported that it
hovered, moved from side to side. There was no sound and it
did not pulsate. Mr. K.B. Miller of Kilkerran went outside
and watched what appeared to be a bright orange light in the
field of a neighbor.

Miller went to the site the next morning and found an
area where the snow was unusually rippled and slightly
melted. The site was clearly marked. (H.H. McKay)

U.S., Larned, KS. John Beer, a high school student, was
driving home when he saw a large white light in front of his
car. The light lowered and kept about 300 ft. ahead. It
seemed to follow him as he turned west to the farm and hovered
over the corral. He ran into the house and locked the doors.
His parents arrived home 30 minutes later and didn't see any-
thing.

The next morning Mrs. Beer stated "The bottom two wires
of the corral looked like they had been cut and twisted up in
a pile in the corral. And several of our milk cows have burned
spots on their backs." The hair was singed to the skin in the
burned spots which ranged in size from a man's fist to larger
circles. (Skylook)
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U.S., between Gavnorsville and Milhousen, IN. Mr. K. G. first
experienced an intense abdominal pain, and while awake from
that, saw an orange glow beyond the trees SE of his farm. He
soon felt better and went back to bed, but Mrs. K. G. watched
the glow for an hour longer, when she saw a glowing orange
boomerang-shaped object ascend from the area of the glow and
fly west, passing about 150 ft. $ of their home at its closest.
It seemed about as large as a grapefruit held at arm's length,
and disappeared in the SW. The next day Mr. G. and his father
found in the field of the glow a strange orange-red "stone,”
flattish with purple-colored pits across its surface. It was
too heavy to carry, though they managed to roll it a few feet.
When they returned for the stone the next day, it was gone.
(APRC Bulletin, May-June 1973}

NEW ZEALAND, Wiltsdown. Len Baldwin found a circular patch of
bare earth where all the surface grass had disappeared, 15 to
17 paces in diameter. The edges of the area are not burnt but
rather frizzled. Everything on top is dead but the grass roots
are alive. Sheep would not go into the area. (Putaruru Press,
3~-17-72)

MEXICO, Acuescoma. A 9-year-old boy saw a brilliant light like
a welding torch approaching the ground. It landed and was seen
by two neighbors and his mother. It was on the ground for
seven minutes, then it ascended, producing a hum and giving

off bluish sparks. They found four deep tracks, 8 in. deep in
a square of 8.5 ft. 1In the center, a black mark on the burned
ground. (Juevez De Excelsior)

NETHERLANDS, Soesterberg. Witness awakened by a sound outside
his home and light illuminating the window. He saw a bright
"fog" and noted that his car was free of frost; other cars by
it were covered. After entering the auto he noted a bright
glow behind it and thought it was on fire. He drove away
rapidly; recovering, he stopped the car and saw a human-like
figure as it passed him. In front of the car he saw a large
object surrounded by a green glow. He was 40 ft. from it. He
could see a metal surface and windows. A being was seen near
the UFO; it was about 5 ft. tall. The object ascended, &
flattened area of grass was found. (FSR 11-72)

NEW ZEALAND, Tokoroa. M. Jansen found a circle of dying grass,
51 ft. in diameter with the grass inside faded to a yellow
color. (Herald, Auckland, 4-13-72)

U.S., Greensburg, PA. Witnesses reported that three objects

flew over east Greensburg, bright in color, emitting orange
sparks. They were seen for 15 minutes. Police received calls
that a bright circular object dropped debris toward the ground.

A metallic substance was found. (New Edition, Latrobe, Penn.5-10)
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NORWAY, Kjolsoya. A number of round imprints were found on a
beach, 7 ft. across, 12 in. deep. Radioactivity elaimed.
(Jyllands-Posten, 7-11-72)

U.S., Boonme, IA. Crater 10 ft. long, 3 ft. wide, 2% in. deep.
(Personal Files)

U.S., Helton, KS. ULady saw lights in a field. Police found a
large circular burnt ring with three imprints. (Personal Files)

U.S., Pueblo, CO. An oval area depressed and burmned found by
a deputy and others, measuring 22 ft. by 26 ft. (Personal
Files)

ITALY, Verona. An area 17.5 ft. in diameter was found showing
fire traces and an unusual concave formation. (JDLN)

U.S., near Goldfield, Story City and Laurens, TA. On July 8
on the Donald Slaikeu farm near Goldfield, on July 9 on the
Mervin Teig farm near Story City, and on July 10 on the Jerry
Dean farm near Laurens, Iowa, similar sets of depressions and
holes were found in their soy bean fields. The depression on
the Slaikeu farm was several in. deep and covers about 4 sq.ft.
Inside the depression was a straight row of holes about 1 in.
and 2 in. deep, containing a "silver-like" dust. There was a
burned spot in the middle of the depression. Around the
depressions for about 30 to 50 sq. yds., the soy beans are
wilted, except for a swath of unaffected plants on the north
side of the depression, on the Slatkeu farm; and, on the Teig
farm, on the south side.

Wright County Sheriff, Robert Shaw, who discovered the
holes, sent samples of the dust to Dr. Robert Baughman, at
the Bio-Assay Laboratory in Ames, Iowa. Dr. Baughman said
the silver-like powder on the soil is like that found when
lightning strikes earth. (Des Moines Register, July 11, 1972,
and July 12, 1972, and Personal Files)
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Jun 26, 1972 SOUTH AFRICA, Fort Beaufort. An object landed on the farm o

526sp 0800 Bennie Smith. Smith, 40, described the event: "I sent
colored laborer (Boer) to inspect a reservoir, and at about
nine o'clock that sunny morning he came back saving he had had
a big fright at some ugly thing he had seen. He tock me with
him to point it cut. It seemed to glow red in the bush, and
as I watched, it turned from bright red to dark green and then
to whitish yellow. I told the Boer to watch it while I went
back to fetch my .203 rifle and te lepnone the police. Warrant
Officer P.R. Van Rensburg and Sgt. P.C. tching arrived. My
laborers tried to drive it from th dense bush. We noticed a
star-like protuberance at the right of the oval-shaped thing--
something that seemed to grow in size as the white light it
emitted grew in intensity.

At least seven people saw it; 1t was about 7 ft. long. h
residents of Wellington saw a shining pulsating object flying
over the town. Nine imprints were found, circular and about
3 in. wide, in sets of three. A humming sound was heard.

Jul 05, 1972 SOUTH AFRICA, Port Elizabeth. Tony Inch and Joe Rust were
527 0150 driving when they saw a fire in the grass just off the road.

They saw a brilliant red object, disc-shaped, which tocok off
from the ground.

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U.S., East Dallas, TX. A fiery object fell into a field
burning four spots. The object was seen by W.R. Draper and
two others. A yellow powder and metallic flakes were sampled.
(Data-Net)

FRANCE, Taize. 30 people watched an elongated object for
three hours. Object was stationary on the ground or very near
it. Whistling sound. Lights, portholes, light beams. Wit~
nesses moved to within 35 ft. of the object. Small discs
appeared to enter the larger body. Yellow light beam swept
the ground below. Ascended to the S. Broken aspen branch

15 cm diameter, 6 m long. (FSR 7-73)

U.S., Norton Sound, AK. Sgt. John Cheemuk and his wife saw a
football-shaped object flying slowly. The object had windows
in a cockpit on top, red lights at each end and a bright
white light at the base. It landed, stayed on the ground for
five minutes and ascended. Capt. Tom Williams investigated
and found a 3 ft. wide depression with burned grass at the
bottom. Soil analysis was negative. (Personal Files and
Anchorage Daily Times, 8-26-72)

U.S., York, ND. A light was seen by the James Deplazes family
and a guest. The light, which was also seen by others on a
neighboring farm, seemed to move back and forth like a
pendulum. It went from a bright red to a whitish-green and
then disappeared and was seen again about an hour later.

Five days later Mrs. Deplazes was swathing durum wheat
and found a bald spot in the middle of the field. They found
rock~like clinkers in the bare spot.

U.S., AZ. A round glowing object was seen by three witnesses
in separate locations. It projected a light beam on the
ground; power failed, a power plant burned. (APRO)

ARGENTINA, Rio Gallegos. When jet fighter planes were patrol-
ling the sea coast near several air bases, pilots observed a
luminous object land a few miles from a Navy base. They
radioed the control tower. As other jets approached the area,
the UFO took off and vanished among the clouds. Some marks and
burnt grass were found on the ground. (A.0.A. Internacional
Entidad de Estudios Espaciales, C.0. 467, Rosario, ARG.)
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U.S., Houston, MO. Witness and his wife observed a most
unusual aerial object after theilr portable television was
disturbed. It was bright and larger than a star, and was

seen for several minutes before disappearing in a burst of
speed. At 0300 they were awakened by their dogs who were
quite disturbed. The dogs refused to go into the wooded area
where they were looking. The witnesses saw a bright flash

of light at ground level. The following morning they found an
evergreen tree 300 ft. from the house that was yellowed on

cne side, normal on the other. On the yellowed side they found
an oval area of depressed grass, 20 ft. by 14 ft. 1In the
center were three small imprints, each showing an extension or
toe. The imprints were about 60 mm long and one was 40mm into
the ground. A blackened area was found in the center of the
imprints which formed a triangle. (Personal Files)

AUSTRALIA, Burbong. A lady heard a wnoise like a wheel spinning,
and found an area 20 ft. in diameter with the scorched rim 3 ft.
wide.

FRANCE, Montauroux. Trees were found twisted and cut; the
height of the cuts rose progressively from 18 in. to 6 ft.
Tree trunks 18 in. thick had been twisted. A 6 ft. section of
stone wall was damaged, stones thrownm 100 ft., hitting and
scarring trees. (National Enquirer)

ROMANIA, Valea Popiliu, Pasesti Prahova. "Night watchman
Vasile Carobus saw an object he could not explain, just after
midnight. . . which seemed to travel straight over the fields
in a clear sky until it suddenly fell down. Strange marks
were found on the presumed landing area."

There was a circular area of 5.82 m diameter of scorched
grass with a center hole and three marks at 120 degree angles
which from just outside the center hole to the edge cf the
circle. The central hole was 14 cm wide and 2.6 m deep, with
smooth, firm sides. Heaps of soil were found around the edge
of the central hole, and randomly within the circle. The
three marks were 2.16 m long, 35 cm wide at the surface,
walls tapering inward at the bottom, with soil compressed as
by great weight. Soil samples from the site showed radio-
activity of 5 mill-roentgens. Stems of corn plants in the
area were bent or broken off 1 m above the ground. Corn
nearest the site was riper than elsewhere, and the biological
rhythm of nearby moles was upset; they had begun to hibernate,
but now resumed activity. (UFOs from behind the Iron Curtain)

NEW ZEALAND, Wellington. Henry Thomas said that members of
his family heard a strange noise the night before a flattened
area of high grass was found. It was 30 ft. in diameter.

540 distance behind her home. It was an orange colored oval which
ascended at high speed. She went to the area with a friend
and found moss had been rubbed off rocks in the area. {Data-Net)
Nov 12, 1972 SOUTH AFRICA, Rosmead. Three Army trainees saw a strange light
542p 2000 hovering near the ground. It was seen by two additional wit-
nesses driving in the area. Large holes were found in the tar
surface of a tennis court. (FSR 1-73)
Dec 07, 1972 U.S., Millville, NJ. Mr. and Mrs. Charles Willis were driving
543 2250 near Port Elizabeth when they saw a cylindrical white light

flying over the road ahead of them. The object hovered,

descended to the tree line, hovered again, then crossed over to

the other side of the road and appeared to land in the woods.
The next day state police found a cleared site about 2 ft.

across in the wooded area, bare of all vegetation. A round

hole 2 in. wide and 4 in. deep was found in the center.

He looked up
and saw a very bright light, increasing in intensity, soon
illuminating the whole area, and an enormous (20-25m) object
within it, emitting sparks from its lower part. An even more
enormous wheel was spinning constantly around it, colored red-
orange, changing to purple. On top a brightly colored "cabin"
with windows showed a “person" in front of the window, with a
second "person" looking over the shoulder of the first. The
UFO tilted, sending a shower of sparks toward the witness,
enabling him to see a small flag with an emblem on it. A
strong flash of light enveloped the witness's cat, the
buzzing grew louder and the object moved northeast, toward
the highway and highpowered cables, then disappeared behind
trees. A strong smell like sulphur remained in the air.

The tree tops were later found scorched and/or burned.

Witness and the cat had varied and startling physical and
psychological effects. (CUFOS via Leo Sprinkle via Pedro
Romaniuk, Buenos Aires, Arg.)

SUMMARY OF THE SEVEN SOIL ANALYSIS REPORTS

1. Standard Soil Analysis as used for Agricultural Purposes. Agricultural
Experiment Station, Utah State University.

"These two soil samples (from the ring and a nearby control sample) are
markedly different. That from the ring is extremely difficult to wet with water,
and is much lower in pH (that is more acidic) and higher in soluble salts. It is
also significantly higher in Mg (magnesium) and K (potassium).

2. Energy Dispersive Analyzer (EDAX) with Scanning Electron Microscope. Materials
Science Department, Northwestern University.
"Sample I (hard-packed ring soil) contains about five to ten times more

calcium than Sample II (soil outside of ring.)"

4. Seed Germination Tests. (Unspecified University)

"The ring soil produced much less seed growth than the control soil."
(Stanton T. Friedman)
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5. Spectrochemical Analysis and Quantitative Estimates. Commercial Testing
Laboratory.

Soil from the ring sample found to be markedly higher (0.5 to 5% compared to
0.2 to 2%) than nearby soil in concentration of calcium, and less significantly
higher in concentrations of trace elements, magnesium, manganese, lead, boron,
silver, tin, and chromium. " Ash content of the ring soil sample was significantly
lower (83.7%) than in the nearby soil sample (91.7%).

6. Infrared and Raman Spectroscopy, Electron Spectroscopy and Chemical Solvency
Tests. Chemistry Department, Northwestern University.

"The results of these tests are consistent with the hypothesis that the ring
soil is coated with a hydrocarbon . . . a material that was later removed from its
surface at 100° C under the conditions in the ESCA spectrometer. The hydrophobic
nature of the ring soil . . . was affected when ETOH (ethyl alcohol) then water
was added. Apparently . . . something is washed away so that surface properties
of the soil are changed."

7. Scanning Electron Microscopy and Other Methods by Un-named Laboratory

Soil particles of about 1/4 micron in diameter (about 1/4000 inch thick) were
found to be coated with a layer of 1/50 micron thick of a "low atomic-weight
material" in which some small particles were imbedded. Unique icicle-~shaped
crystals about 0.1 to 0.05 microns were found, each with a dozen or so spherical
globules of higher atomic weight adhering to the surface of the crystals. A
crystalline structure of a previously uncatalogued diffraction spacing was found
in the particle-coating material. These abnormalities were found only in the
soil near the surface of the ring.

One of the physicists commented "Incidentally . . . when I unwrapped the
soil samples . . . we were both hit with a brief coughing spell. Apparently the
dust has some irritating quality, and we're using respirators in handling the
stuff from now on." Publication by the laboratory of the complete analysis is
pending. (CUFOS)
